DAY 1  SINGAPORE / BUSAN
Assemble at Singapore Changi Airport for your flight 
to Dynamic Busan

DAY 2  BUSAN   
(Lunch / Dinner) 

Upon arrival, proceed to Yongdusan Park, which 
harmonizes Busan Tower and 700 different species of 
trees, is a favorite rest place of the citizens of Busan. 
Next, journey continues to Jagalchi Seafood Market, 
Korea’s largest seafood market. Most of the people 
who sell here are women, so the women who sell here 
are called ‘Jagalchi Ajumma’. Thereafter, visit to BIFF 
Square, a modern movie district was originally little 
more than a pair of cinemas that were built following 
Korea’s liberation from Japanese colonial rule over 
half a century ago. However, major renovations took 
place ahead of the first Busan International Film 
Festival (BIFF) in 1996.

DAY 3  BUSAN / GYEONGJU / DAEGU 
(Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)    

After breakfast, proceed to The Persimmon Wine 
Tunnel, which opened its doors in 2006 in Songge-
um-ri, Cheonggun, Gyeongsangbuk-do and is the 
world’s first persimmon wine cellar. The Wine Tunnel 
is the perfect place for aging persimmon wine, which 
is made by the process of fermenting seedless 
persimmons, a local specialty of Cheongdo. Next, 
visit to Bulguksa Temple, it is a head temple of the 
Jogye Order of Korean Buddhism and encompassed 
seven National treasure of South Korea. Thereafter, 
visit to Cheonmacheong Tomb, the tomb is 47 
meters in diameter and 12.7 meters in height. Next, 

DAY 4  DAEGU / SEOUL    
(Breakfast / Dinner)

After breakfast, visit to Everland, the most fun and 
splendid amusement park. For the adventurous, do 
not miss the rides like Hurricane, the Cork Screw, 
Double Loops and the Amazon Express. There is also 
Safari World where you have the chance to get very 
close to those endangered animals like Tiger, Lion, 
Bear and etc. Thereafter, watch one of the not to be 
missed show in Korea - Drum Cat Show. This show 
has been categorize Korea’s most stunning musical 
performances. The group’s superb skills in high-speed 
drumming and unique combination of recorded and 
live sound is a treat for both the eyes and ears. 
**Only available to visit during Cherry blossom or 
strawberry season (subject to the season).

DAY 5  SEOUL
(Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

After breakfast, visit to the Gyeongbok Palace, the 
main palace during the Joseon Dynasty (1392-1910). 
It is the most comprehensive and grandest of the five 
palaces of the Joseon Dynasty. Next, visit to cosmetic 
shop, Liver Product shop and Ginseng shop. Then 
continue visit to Namsan Park, from here you can 
view N Tower, and Love Lock [My Lover From The 
Star] shooting place. After that enjoy shopping at 
Sinchon Ladies Street. Thereafter, another shopping 
spree at Myeongdong & Duty Free Shop.

DAY 6  SEOUL / JEJU ISLAND   
(Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

After breakfast, proceed to Kimchi School, where 
you will get to join a kimchi making session and learn 
how to make delicious kimchi. You can also take a 
souvenir photo of yourself dressed in a traditional 
Korean costume - Hanbok. Next, transfer to airport 
for your domestic flight to Jeju. Upon arrival, visit to 
Mysterious Road to experience the phenomenon of 
going uphill with the engine off.

DAY 7 JEJU ISLAND   
(Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

After breakfast, visit to Seongsan Sunrise Peak, 
where you can enjoy the spectacular natural 
surroundings. Journey continue by visit Seopjikoji, 
located at the end of the eastern shore of Jeju, and 
also the popular Korean [All-In] drama shooting site. 
Thereafter, visit and enjoy the fun of art at 3D Trick 
Eye Musuem. Next, visit Teddy Bear Museum. After 
dinner, will transfer back to hotel.

DAY 8  SEOUL / SINGAPORE  
(Breakfast)

After breakfast, visit Local Product Shop to buy 
some local food and souvenirs. After that transfer to 
airport for your flight back home.
